Cooking dishes.

Suggested level – A2 pre-intermediate

Prepared by Mozyrko Nadia, the teacher of English, Slavutych Comprehensive School #1 Kyiv region.
Objectives: - to revise vocabulary for the topic “Food. Meals.”
· to consolidate information in the text on the topic, developing critical thinking skills;

· to act out the dialogues;

· to discuss different recipes of cooking dishes;
· to listen for specific information on the topic;

· to foster students’ spoken habits;

· to ask and to write questions to the sentences with the Present Perfect Continuous Tense.

By the end of the lesson pupils will be able to:



.     work with groups;



.     use vocabulary in a proper situation;


.     ask and answer the questions about favourite dishes;



.     describe different cookery recipes;



.     listen, read and understand the instructions how to cook dishes;


.     know how to use the interrogative form of the Present Perfect Continuous Tense;



.     extract specific information about food values.

Materials: Hand-outs 1, 2, 3, BB, badges for the members of the groups, cards for individual work, multimedia presentation, CD#16, Cube for the interactive game.

Textbook: Oksana Karpiuk. English 7.

Form of realization: cookery-show.

Type: the lesson of application knowledge, skills and acquired habits.







Procedure.
I. Introduction. 

(Slide #1)
Greeting. Organizing the class.
T: Good morning pupils and our guests. I’m glad to see you. How do you do my dears? Are you ready for the lesson? Are you OK today? Don’t worry and be in a good mood. Greet our guests.

Ps: Good morning. Nice to meet you.

T: So, let’s start our lesson. I invite you to the “Cookery- show”. Today you will work in 3 groups: the first group is “Red Aprons”, the second group is “Yellow Aprons” and the third group is “Green Aprons”. Meet our groups!
            
(The leader of each group says the name and wishes).
P1: Hello everyone! We are “Red Aprons”. We wish you good mood.

P2: Good morning! We are “Yellow Aprons”. We wish you success.

P3: How do you do! We are “Green Aprons”. We wish you good luck.

T: You have to show not only the skills but also the quickness, discipline and ability to work in groups. By the end of the lesson the best groups will be awarded by the title “Master Chef”. Be attentive! For every right answer you’ll get a bonus. Like that one.

(The teacher puts a plate with counters on the desk of each group and a hat of red, yellow and green colours to collect the counters).

Reporting the topic and objectives of the lesson.

T: The motto of our show is “Cook with pleasure”.

(The teacher puts the poster with the motto on the blackboard).

T: So, today we are going to read recipes, listen to recipes, understand recipes of the dishes and learn how to cook dishes.

Warming up.

T: As for me, I’m hooked on fried chicken. And what food do you like to eat?

P1: I like…

P2: I really enjoy…

P3: I admire…

T: What food is healthy for us?

P1: Fresh food such as vegetables and fruit.

P2: Diary products such as milk, sour cream, cheese.

P3: I think to eat a single blade porridge in the morning is healthy too.
T: What food is unhealthy?

P1: In my opinion junk food.

P2: I think fast food.

P3: To my mind sugary drinks.

T: What you usually prefer to eat we shall get to know from the dialogues, which you have prepared for today.





Check on homework.



T: Your homework was to make up a dialogue about cooking dishes and a family eating.



“Red Aprons” have prepared the dialogue “Cooking fried potatoes”.



The sample of the dialogue.
(Slide #2)


P1: - I should never have thought that peeling potatoes is such an undertaking. See, Peter, the more we peel the more peel there seems to be left on.



P2: - Yes, right you are. I have no potato at all. It went in peeling.



P3: - What are you doing? The potato is about the size of a pea-nut. That won’t do. You’re wasting time. You must scrape them!


P1, 2 (together) – O’ Key!



P1: - I think that’s enough. By the way, do you remember the recipe how to fry potatoes?



P3: - (takes “The Cookery book” and reads). Oh, it’s very easy. Firstly, we should slice the potatoes, then put the pot on the oven, pour some oil and hot it. Then put the sliced potato on the frying pan, add some salt and fry it for 15 minutes.


P: 1 – Oh, you’re a clever boy and have a chance to get the title of “The Master Chef”.



P2: - I think all of us know this recipe, don’t we?


“Yellow Aprons” have prepared the dialogue “A family eating”.

The sample of the dialogue.
(Slide #3)

(On the dinner table there are two plates with soup, the third is on the chair).



P1: - Hey, where is my plate? It’s just been here!



P2: - Who cares? It’s you who has to watch your plate!


P1: - But there was my dinner! I need my dinner right now! Mom, go and get me my dinner.



P3: - What for? Go and get it yourself.



P1: - Ah, here is my dinner! Who on earth has put on my chair?



P3: - Children, behave yourselves. Well, where’s the salad?



P2: - So what? I’m hungry. Why should I care for you?


“Green Aprons” have prepared the dialogue “Cooking pizza”.
(Slide #4)


P1: - How about making a pizza?



P2: - A good idea. What do we need?



P1: - There is a pizza base in the fridge. There are some tomatoes and onions too.



P2: - Do we need any vegetables? Here are some.



P1: - Yes, and we need some cheese, too.



P2: - But there is no any cheese left.


P1: - OK. I can go to the supermarket.



P2: - And I’ll prepare the mushrooms. Well, don’t forget to buy some olives and red pepper, too.



P1: - I won’t.

II. The main part of the lesson.
Interactive exercise “Interview”.
(Slide #5)
T: Two pupils have decided to ask our guests about eating habits and favourite dishes.



(Two pupils go around the class. One of them asks questions in English and the other translates).

1) Do you eat healthy food?

2) What do you eat in the morning?

3) What is your favourite dish?

4) Who helps you to cook?
5) How often do you eat fast food?

6) Do you enjoy sugary drinks?

7) Do you bake your birthday cake or buy in the shop?

8) In England they drink tea with milk. Do you like tea with milk?

Language work.

T: What cooking equipment do you know? Let’s guess what they are.

(Slide #6)
What is it?

1) This metal thing is used for frying.

2) We use it to keep food fresh and good to eat.

3) It is made of wood or plastic and you can cut different products on it.

4) We use it to heat up or to cook food.

5) It is made of steal and is used for cutting, peeling, slicing food.

6) You can bake a cake in it.

Keys: 1. a frying pan; 2. a fridge; 3. a cutting board; 4. a microwave oven; 5.a knife; 6.an oven.






Interactive exercise “Cubing”.

(The teacher turns one side of the cube with the picture of a mixer, a pan, a knife, a scoop, a frying pan, a bowl. The pupils make up sentences, beginning them with one of the words shown on the side of the cube).

T: Let’s make sentences using the words shown on our cube.

P1: A hand mixer helps us to make delicious milk cocktails.

P2: We use a pan to cook the first course.

P3: A knife helps us to cut, slice or peel potatoes or bread.

P4: We use a scoop to pour soup or borsch into the plate.

P5: We can fry cutlets in a frying pan.

P6: We use a bowl to mix different ingredients.

Reading. 
(Slide #7).
Pre-reading activity.

T: Do you like to cook? Have you ever cooked any dishes according to the recipes by yourselves? Let’s read some passages which will help you to answer the question: Is it very important to do everything by yourselves? Open your books on page 71 and read the text of exercise 1 aloud. The representative of each group reads one part of the text in turn.
A sample of the text.




“If you want a thing well done, do it yourself”.








English proverb.

1. English proverbs can be useful to begin a discussion and today you are going to discuss whether you can learn to do everything yourselves. There is an English proverb which says, “If you want a thing well done, do it yourself”.
2. Your parents shouldn’t do what you can do, should they? It’s a little early for seven formers to drive a car or to make a full dinner for the family. But you can help by washing dishes, sweeping the floor and cleaning the rooms. A boy can try to make something in the workshop. A girl can try to make a dress for herself or for her sister, help her mum or granny to cook delicious cake. It’s important to want to know how to do necessary and useful things, isn’t it?
3. There are many boys and girls who can show you a lot of things they have made with their own hands. They can do almost everything. Let’s hope that it’s possible to learn several trades and become a very useful worker at a factory or on a farm. Everything is possible for young people, isn’t it?
After-reading activities.

T: Well done. Now answer the questions.

1. Why is it important to do everything yourselves?

P1: We should remember that our parents are very busy and we should help them in everything. That’s why we should try to do household chores ourselves.
2. What English proverb on this problem do you remember?

P2: If you want a thing well done, do it yourself.

3. Where can pupils learn to do things with their own hands?

P3: I think we can learn to do things with our own hands at home or at school at the lessons of Handicrafts.

4. What do you do to help your parents?

P1: I can help my mum to make a full dinner for the family.
P2: I can wash up and clean the rooms.

P3: I can fry potatoes and make a vegetable salad.

P4: I can cook pizza and porridge.

Listening.
(Slide #8).
Pre-listening activity.

T: Listen to the text and say what mother and Kate are cooking for dinner and what Kate is going to cook tomorrow.

While listening activity.

CD. Tape recording #16.


Today it is Sunday. My mother is cooking. I would like to help Mum to cook a vegetable soup. She is glad that I want to help her. She says, “Kate, please, take some potatoes and wash them. Then give me some carrots, a cabbage and an onion.”


Mother washes meat and puts it into the pot. Kate begins to cut the vegetables. Then mother puts some salt into the soup.



Now it’s time to have dinner. The family is having dinner. Father says, “The soup is very tasty. Who cooked the soup?” And mother says, “Kate helped me to cook it”. Kate is happy, she says, “Tomorrow I’m going to cook porridge”.
After-listening activity.

HO#1 “Omelet”.


Ingredients: 3 eggs, some oil, peas, beans, tomatoes.

a) Chop some tomatoes and put them into the frying pan too.

b) Put some oil into the frying pan. Then put the eggs into it and cook the omelet.

c) Take some eggs and break them into a bowl.

d) Put the omelet onto a plate. Your omelet is a wonderful dish for lunch.
e) Mix the eggs with a fork.

f) Put some peas and beans into the frying pan.

HO#2 “Tomato and cheese sandwich”.

e) Now eat your sandwich. It’s delicious.

f)  Slice the tomatoes.

g) Put some cheese on top.

HO#3 “Banana dessert”.



Ingredients: two bananas, some cream, nuts, chocolate.
a) Put the slices into a bowl.

b)  Pour your dessert with chocolate.

c) Take two bananas, peel and slice them.

d) Enjoy your meal!

e) Add some cream and nuts.

Keys: 1) c, 2) a, 3) e, 4) b, 5) d.


T: At last your time is up. The groups “Red Aprons”, “Yellow Aprons” and “Green Aprons” will tell us the recipes of the dishes in turn.
